Coun.Popham has inspected and the sharp piece protruding has been filed away, which hopefully will solve the problem.

152) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT  - Coun.Smith absent
Coun Smith advised that the projected population increase in the Devon area for the period 2008-2033 is estimated to be 152,000. Rising population will mean that an addition 250 classrooms will be needed and there will be additional strain on our natural resources and management of waste. It is not just the total population that is changing people are living longer and by 2031 over a quarter of the County’s population will be aged 65 and over, whilst the proportion of people of working age will have grown very little.
With regard to the South Devon Link Road, letters containing Notices and the Compulsory Purchase Orders have been sent to all landowners/occupiers and other interests.  

A briefing has been held in connection with the Teignbridge Core Strategy with the County Council Highways Planning Department along with the other Newton Abbot Division Councillors whose highways and other infrastructure are likely to be affected by proposals for developing the town.

The Chairman read out Coun.Dewhirst’s report, in which relevant points were  as follows:
The Teignbridge Core Strategy is now out for consultation and residents are encouraged to make their comments before the closing date due on Friday 2nd March 4.30pm.  Parishioners can see the plan at www.teignbridge.gov.uk/planteignbridge , in libraries, information centres and Council Offices across the District. Additionally the planning team will be on the mobile library on Monday 27th February by the Millennium Centre 3.20-4.00pm and Caunters Close 4.05-450pm.
Dog fouling seems to have increased considerably and residents are reminded that if they witness dog fouling and know the owner of the dog and can provide an accurate description of the dog, an address or location which it always happens and are prepared to make a statement, then the District can impose a £75 find on the offender.  Also anyone in fear of a dog attack should report this to the dog warden.

Anyone who signed up for a postal vote before 31st January 2007 will now need to refresh their details with Electoral Services. Letters have gone out to residents who have six weeks to respond with a new signature to prevent electoral fraud. If you have received one of these letters please return as soon as possible so that you can continue to enjoy an easier way to vote.
