 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk
8a) Tennis Club Lease – A further  letter had been received from the Solicitor regarding the new Lease. RESOLUTION: It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously that rather than have a break clause as agreed at the last meeting that the Tennis Club are granted a 99yr. Lease with no break clause and an annual rent review. Action: The Chairman agreed to speak to the Solicitor direct on this issue. 
59a) Free Salt/Spreader – The salt has been delivered to St.Andrews and a dry practise run has been done with the Salt Spreader and a shed to house it has been ordered. A Risk Assessment is in the process of being done for users of the Salt Spreader etc.

76c) Asbestos Survey/Mill.Centre for DCC – Coun.Farrow has contacted Technicon and it is hoped that the work will be carried out during the half term break.

125) Typhoon Carousel – Following the PC meeting Coun.Popham contacted the supplier and they are still awaiting a full manufacturers report which is not expected until early February. Therefore this piece of equipment will remain out of action.

125b) Allotments – The new allotments are now up and running. The Allotment Association will be holding their first AGM on Friday 23rd March 7-9pm at the Wellington Inn. Action: The Clerk will inform the tenants of this date in due course.
127) Paternoster Lane Wall – The owner of the adjoining field has been in contact with the Clerk and has advised that a digger is required to do the work, which will hopefully be done as soon as the wet weather improves.

137) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT  - Coun.Smith absent
The Clerk confirmed from Coun.Smith that the only items to note from DCC this month are that the Council’s Strategic Plan 2011-2015 was approved at the full council meeting that took place on the 8th December. There will now begin a series of Scrutiny Meetings over the next two months to review budgets and budget setting for 2012-13.

138) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
Coun.Dewhirst confirmed that Teignbridge had been awarded from the Government £6.5m. plus a council tax freeze grant of £0.2m giving a much needed help of £6.7m towards TDC taxes. There will also be a legal requirement for Council Tax referendums for any increases over 3.5%, he will not be applying this to Parish Councils for the year 2012/13 despite this being part of the Localism Act. 
Devon has won a bid to be one of six bi-diversity offsetting schemes across the country. The project looks at ways that developers can offset harm to wildlife by creating new and improving existing wildlife habitats. The project will run for two years.

In December the Audit Reports both internal and external were heard from the Audit Commission and Teignbridge was considered to be well managed and value for money.

The Councils Core Strategy has been published and it can be viewed on the website by typing Core Strategy into the search engine. The Formal consultation begins on Monday 9th January – 2nd March 2012. An online form for comments will be available from that date at www.teignbridge.gov.uk/planteignbridge. 

Finally, Coun.Dewhirst confirmed that he had written to the Police following our concerns at the lack of police visibility in the village. An apology has been sent by Inspector David Hammond and he has assured that he has taken steps to address this issue and hopefully we will see a more visible police presence from now on.
