The Chairman opened the meeting with the sad news that Coun.Elliott had passed away following his recent accident and as a mark of respect a one minute silence was held. Victor was a Parish Councillor for at least 50 yrs and put his heart and soul into Ipplepen and will be missed by all.  Although it is not the norm for the Parish Council, it was felt appropriate to make a donation to Victor’s family’s chosen two charities i.e. Cancer Research Uk and Torbay Intensive Care Unit.

58) DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – No declarations of Interest
59) PUBLIC QUESTIONS 
a) The Chairman of the Village Hall Committee advised that they would be purchasing a seat in memory of Victor Elliott, would the Parish Council like to contribute towards the cost ?
60) PCO Debbie McCaffery advised that very few incidents had occurred in Ipplepen over the last month apart from two burglaries, which had not been dwellings.  One incident of Anti Social Behaviour at the recreation ground had been reported, but  the next day. Unless parishioners report, when the incident is actually occurring, the police cannot do much about it.  

Debbie mentioned that she will be holding her Community Day at our Recreation Ground on 26th August 1-4pm. There will be various displays visiting including a Dog Unit, Fire Engine etc.  With regard to the Dog Unit, a parishioner mentioned that due to the dog bye law in the recreation ground, surely this should not occur. After discussion it was agreed that on this one occasion and as it would be a police dog totally under control and would probably be exempt anyway from the bye law, an exception would be made.

 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk
142g) Allotment Land – A meeting is still to be arranged with the landowner to discuss the purchase. In the meantime, we have been successful in attaining a RockETS Grant of £15,000 towards the purchase of the land. A vote of thanks to Coun.Tompkins for getting the application in on time.

164j) Parish Notice Board – The Clerk confirmed that the old notice board is now almost impossible to use. Coun.Vallance to chase up the new one.
221j) Power for Recreation Ground – The power was up and running in time for the Flower Show. Coun.Heath queried who would be paying for the fault which occurred prior to the show. Coun.Popham confirmed that this matter was being taken up between Western Power and the Marquee Company.

33i) Community Lifelong Learning Centre Grants – Coun.Mrs.Northwood advised that she had received a chase-up email. Coun.Popham confirmed that the expression of interest details had been sent, but would send a further copy.

46b) Plastic Bottle & Textile Bank – Further information had been received and passed to Amenities for their next meeting.

46b) Planning Guidance – No news as to when Tamsin Cook, TDC Planning Support Manager will be visiting the Parish Council. 

47) Mill.Centre – The lagging of the Mill.Centre central heating pipes still to be inspected.

51g) Ipplepen Cricket Club Direction Sign – An acknowledgement had been received from DCC and will be investigated and responded to in due course.
53d/e) Condition of Highways and Pavements etc. – An email had been received from DCC advising that Ipplepen Parish is due to be inspected on the 3rd week of August and any highway defects will be recorded and repaired during the annual inspection, this also includes any outstanding potholes and footway defects.  With regard to the weeds, the spraying has been carried out by TDC. However, the dead weeds are now a really an eyesore in certain places. Action: Amenities to discuss this item at their next meeting.
53f) Clampitt Rd Bus Shelter – Clearance has now been done. Coun.Smith felt that the Perspex windows were very discoloured. Action: The Clerk to obtain a quote from Newton Abbot Glass for replacement.
63) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT -  Coun.Smith
With the possibility of less Government Funding, Highways have postponed road maintenance until the end of their annual inspection of the whole of Devon to enable them to prioritise.
Coun.Smith also confirmed that a meeting had been arranged to discuss the long awaited continuation of the Cycle Path from Totnes to Littlehempston.

64) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Smith pending a Bye Election.
Coun.Smith confirmed that a Bye Election will be held in the foreseeable future following the passing of Coun.Elliott. In the meantime he would keep the Parish Council in the picture with any important matters from the District Council.

Affordable Housing Supplementary Planning Document Consultation Draft running from 9th July  to 20th August. Action: Councillors to forward comments to Chairman of Plans or The Clerk in time for the Plans meeting on 18th Aug. The Clerk was also requested to chase up the results of our recent Housing Survey.
‘Talking Teignbridge’ Resident’s Panel – Teignbridge are aiming to recruit up to 1,000 volunteers of all ages and backgrounds, to create a mini-Teignbridge, representative of the district’s population. By responding to regular surveys, local people have the opportunity to influence and improve the services provided by the Council.  A poster has been put in the Notice Board.

REPORTS:
a) Millennium Centre – The next meeting is due to be held on 17th September.
b) Village Hall – Nothing to report.
c) Talc – Coun.Smith attended the meeting held on 29th July  at Forde House Council Chamber. The main speaker was from TDC, Rosalyn Eastman, Senior Planning Officer (Policy) on the subject of the Core Strategy & Supplementary Planning Guidance Consultation.  Coun.Smith suggested that Rosalyn came along to speak to the Parish Council before we submit our comments. This was agreed and the Clerk would invite her to our next meeting. 
d) DALC – Coun.Farrow advised that DALC had received its second tranche of £6,000 and the subs for 2011/12 may not need to increase.  NALC have not yet set their subscription rate as the recommended 3.7% increase has been rejected by their Executive. 
Next years census will probably mainly be done on-line. 
The national Place Survey (2008) showed that more people in Devon are involved in community life than in most other local authority areas in England. However, the Survey also revealed that nearly one person in four felt that they would like to be more involved in decisions that affect their local area. 

DALC, DCC and their partners are supporting parish councils in finding ways to collaborate by working in small groups or clusters; identifying and discussing shared priorities or participating in community forums.  It is hoped that our Cluster will meeting sometime during September.

Items for Discussion

a) Invoices received from RSS Record Ltd. It was agreed that these would not be paid until various outstanding issues had been cleared up. 
b) It was agreed to invoice the Cottage Garden Show the £50 for the extra grass cut.

c) The Audit Report had been received with no matters giving cause for concern.
d) Public Question a) The Council felt that further thought should be given to a memorial from the Parish Council for Coun.Elliott, and would give the Village Hall Committee’s request some consideration when this matter is further discussed.
70) AMENITIES – Coun.Heath
There were no minutes from the last meeting due to the meeting being solely for discussion of the Risk Assessments for the Play Parks
a) The Draft Risk Assessments were passed to Amenities for checking.
b) Tremlett Grove Play Park – Still having problems with Record in as much that one piece of the equipment has been installed the wrong way round. Coun.Heath will be meeting with them this week to see if this issue can be rectified.
c) Coun.Mrs.Northwood mentioned to the Clerk that, Flic Hart (Administrator for the Play Builder Funding) would like details of the Official Opening to enable her to close her file. Action: The Clerk to provide this info.
d) A parishioner had made a complaint concerning the grass cutting contractor who was cutting the field in the middle of the afternoon, when there were many children around. Action: The Clerk to write to request that the field be cut early morning, particularly during the school holidays.
e) It was agreed to change the date of the next Amenities meeting to the 17th August.

71) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Mrs.Calland
a) The Plans Committee did not need to meet on the 21st July.
b) Planning Applications discussed: 
10/02312/FUL & 10/02313/LBC Proposed 3 solar photovoltaic panels on rear sloping roof of garage at Penrae, East Street. Comment: No objection  (Unanimously carried)

e) St.Mary’s Site Naming: After discussion the following was suggested and agreed:
St.Mary’s Place – first preference

Mayfield Close – second preference

Action: The Clerk to inform TDC accordingly.
f) Various Grants of Conditional Consent were read out.

g) Coun.Tompkins mentioned the sheds etc. which are still on the late Mr.Luxton’s land along Moor Road, these were never permitted development. RESOLUTION:  It was proposed, seconded and agreed (7 for, 1 against, 1 abstention) to write to the TDC Enforcement Officer, to request that they are removed.
72) HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY – Coun.Smith
a) Protection of War Memorial – This project is beginning to now move forward. Coun.Smith has had further discussions with Derek Moss of DCC and who feels that a budget of £8,000 would probably be necessary.  Coun.Mrs.Northwood is looking into the funding aspects and has requested the Clerk to look back for evidence of previous damage.
