120) SPEAKER: Mrs.Vivienne Procter from South Devon Magistrates Courts

Mrs.Procter gave a most interesting presentation on the work of volunteer Lay Magistrates and how different being a Justice of the Peace is today compared with many years ago. In 2000 the Torbay, Teignbridge and South Hams Benches merged to form the South Devon Bench, with a complement of some 140 magistrates living and working across the area. They sit at courthouses in Torquay, Newton abbot and Totnes serving these local communities. ) MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk

64a) Flooding Marldon Rd. – Re-surfacing has now taken place, which will hopefully solve the flooding problems in this area. Coun.Vallance made comment that the resurfacing should have gone further along to where the lay-by is as discussed with DCC at the site meeting. Action: The Clerk to make contact with DCC to request why this wasn’t done.
114c) Footpath 2/Fermoys – The hedges have now been cut. Steve Malec has been liaising with Sutton Seeds and Fermoys and their contractor will be on site to do the hardening shortly. The budget will not allow them to resurface the whole length of path behind Sutton’s site, but they expect to deal with the flooded and muddy sections.
40d) Silver Street Service Road potholes – No further information had been received. Action: Further chase-up required by the Clerk
58c) Football Club Ragwort – Coun.Tompkins confirmed that the grass bank where the Ragwort grows has been cut short. It will need to be sprayed in the spring to stop the Ragwort returning, the Amenities will monitor this issue at the appropriate time.

76) Dead Tree at end of The Glebe – Confirmation had been received from TDC that an inspection had taken place and they recommend removal. Action: The Clerk to obtain quotes
90f) Tennis Club Floodlighting –The Tennis Club had contacted the Clerk and advised that they were unaware of the lighting being used after the specified times and would monitor the situation.

90h) Bertram Fletcher Robinson – Mr.Spiring was delighted to hear about the suggestion of a seat at Caunters Close and will meet the cost. Action: The Clerk passed catalogues of seats to the Amenities for them to discuss at their next meeting.
109e) Play in the Park by Tepee – The three free sessions have been booked for 2009 i.e. one at Easter and two in the Summer. The Parish Council will assist with advertising these events and pay for refreshments for the children and hire of the Village Hall.  The Group will also liaise with Pre-School direct.
112c) Bowling Club Hedge – It was confirmed that a working party had been organised by the Bowling Club to trim the boundary trees hanging over the footpath down to the Tennis Club.  With regard to the request as to when the Bowling Club Lease expires, the Clerk confirmed the date as being 1st September, 2009.  This item will therefore be put on the June Agenda for discussion.

112d) Grit Bins – The bin at Biltor Cross has now been replaced and the Village Hall Car Park bin has been returned following the resurfacing work.

Extra Street Lighting – The Chairman has advised DCC of areas where additional street lights would be welcome i.e. Corner of Ledsgrove, Edgelands Lane nr. the Scout Hut, Orley Road, Blackstone Road, Top corner of Luscombe Close and Clampitt Close.  All these areas are in accordance with our Parish Plan.

a) Freedom from Information Act New Model Scheme – RESOLUTION: The existing scheme expires on the 31 December 2008. It was therefore agreed unanimously to adopt the new model scheme as from the 1st January, 2009. Details of the new scheme will be posted on the Website in due course.
b) Items from Devon County Council:
War Memorial – Following a request from the Parish Council dated 4th July, a reply had at long last been received concerning the possibility of protective barriers around the War Memorial.  An inspection has taken place, but DCC cannot see any viable solution to the problem and do not think any form of parking restrictions would help due to a possible lack of enforcement. The Council felt this was a rather disappointing outcome, and Amenities will look at the issue once again, before we obtain quotes for the repairs.
c) Items from Teignbridge District Council:
Teignbridge Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment – Opportunity to suggest potential development sites in Teignbridge outside the Dartmoor National Park for housing, Gypsy & Traveller accommodation, and for other uses. Action: Passed to Plans Committee, details need to be returned to the Clerk by Friday 30th January, 2009.

Single storey rear extension, new roof to lean-to at rear and new stairs up to loft conversion (revised scheme) at Normans Farm, Combefishacre.

Agricultural storage/general purpose building to replace building already removed at Land at Berry, Dainton.

IPPLEPEN – 08/04072/MAJ
Outline – erection of twelve dwellings (four affordable) (approval sought for layout and means of access) at Land off Tremlett Grove.

Ipplepen Parish Council has no objection to this outline planning application in principle, but we would require clarification as to the exact configuration of the proposed access to the site off Tremlett Grove. (Unanimous decision) Coun.Elliott has requested Category ‘B’ for this application.
