Clustering - Meeting with Neighbouring Councils – Coun.Farrow
A meeting was held on the 19th Nov.  A programme was formulated to enable applicable Officers from the Service Provider to speak to the Cluster on issues which we share.  The first subject will be Planning Policy for Affordable Housing in Rural areas.  
Millennium Centre – The Clerk
A meeting was held on the 27th November, when it was agreed to increase the monthly rent from 1st January from £300 to £310.00. The next meeting is due to be held on 5th February, 2010.
Town & Parish Working Group – The Clerk

The Clerk attended a meeting at County Hall on 1st December and made the following comments:

· A new database has been set up by the Community Council of Devon for Community Plans www.communitiesinaction.org.uk 

· Dominic Maxwell-Batten from DCC spoke on the importance of Parish Emergency Plans. Various templates were handed to the Clerk for the Parish Council to consider.  This item to be put on the January agenda, the police and other service providers are also very keen for each parish to have an Emergency Plan. Mr.Maxwell-Batten would be keen to speak at one of our Cluster meetings.

· Power of Well Being – The Clerk had spoken to another Clerk whose Parish also has the POWB. They are precepting so much per electorate for a project they are hoping to achieve, which is a footbridge over an area that floods regularly.

Coun.Vallance had attended the last meeting of the Village Hall Committee and requested the Clerk to let them know our meeting dates for 2010. Drawings of the envisaged extension are now on display inside the Village Hall.  Any correspondence sent should now be sent to their Secretary, Shelia Stacey and not Mr.Bennett.

141) REVIEW OF PARISH PLAN – Coun.Popham

Letters have been sent to all organisations requesting them to be partners in the new Community Strategy Plan.  The response has been excellent and it was agreed that 50 copies of the final document would be enough at this stage.

142) AMENITIES: - Coun.Tompkins
The Amenities Minutes of 9th November were taken as read with the following comments:
Coun.Tompkins thanked his team for helping with the securing of the fencing around the play park during the recent bad weather.
a) Handyman – The handyman has now completed his probation and the Chairman signed his contract of employment.

b) Fencing behind Tennis Club – This needs urgent attention and as soon as the weather improves repairs will be undertaken.

c) Christmas Tree – It is hoped that the Christmas Tree will be delivered this coming weekend. Action: Amenities to check that the electrics for the lights are working ok.

d) Trees – Amenities have ordered five trees, for the new play park and a replacement for Caunters Close.

e) Benches for Play Park – Coun.Mrs.Wilson advised that a parishioner would like to purchase a bench in memory of his wife for the new play park. Action: Amenities to look through the catalogues and liaise with Coun.Mrs.Wilson through the Clerk.

f)  Playdale – Following a recent site meeting with Playdale and Safety Matta it has been agreed to visit again in the Spring to see if any of the areas we have concerns with have deteriorated in any way and they will put them right.

RESOLUTION: It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously to pay the £5,000 grant money to Playdale and hold back the balance of £3,005.15 (This figure includes the VAT).
g) Allotments – Coun.Tompkins still to contact the District Valuer Action: The Clerk to advise Coun.Tompkins the D.V’s contact details.

h) Play Park Project – Coun.Heath
Phase II is now up and running. The children are over the moon.  There are a few teething problems and Coun.Heath will contact Record within the next few days. The Clerk advised that 2 invoices had now been received, one for the Aerial Runway and one for the rest of the equipment.  It was agreed to pay for the Aerial Runway, once the snagging had been completed. Coun.Heath to advise the Clerk when this has been done. With regard to the second invoice, we are awaiting the cheque from Playbuilder, before this can be paid. The Clerk confirmed that this will hopefully be sometime next week. Again this invoice not to be paid until the snagging is completed.
Shelter – Two choices had been considered by Amenities. RESOLUTION – It was proposed, seconded and agreed (one abstention) to place the order for the Shelter in principle at a cost of £975, subject to confirmation of exact measurements etc.

Haras Fencing – The fencing has been collected. Several sections were damaged due to the atrocious weather conditions. We are still awaiting their invoice, when received, this will be considered by Amenities.
The Chairman gave a vote of thanks to Coun.Heath and Coun.Mrs.Northwood on the completion of Phase I and II.

i) Next Project! – Refurbishment of Tremlett Grove Play Park. Quotes from RSS Record are already on their way. Arrangements will be made to meet with interested parties from the Community. Action: Coun.Mrs.Northwood & Coun.Heath to liaise with the Play Team and Clerk to advertise the meeting.
143) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Mrs.Calland 
a) The Minutes of the Plans meeting held on the 18th November, 2009 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

b) Planning Applications discussed as follows:

Certificate of Lawfulness for a proposed new access, driveway and parking areas from North End Close to serve Paternoster House and Ryden.

a) Do you actually require an opinion from the Parish Council and if so, will it be taken into consideration when you make your decision?

b) The ‘permitted development’ section you quoted, ended with a section (other than by class A of this part) – could you let us know which “class A of this part” means as we still feel we are not in possession of all the information we need.

c) St.Mary’s Church Site 106 Agreement – It appears the 106 agreement has not been completed yet, TDC Legal section have confirmed that the Parish Council will be party to the final agreement and will therefore be sent a copy.

d)Erection of Stables Moor Road – As the structure is portable no planning breach has occurred, but needs to be monitored.

a) Recommended Precept Budget for 2010/11 – The Finance Committee had met and recommended a new budget of £40,445.00.  This figure had not taken into account an amount for Contingency/Power of Well Being. RESOLUTION: After discussion it was proposed, seconded and agreed (one against) to included £3000 towards the Power of Well Being making a total Precept for the year 2010/11 of £43,445.00.
b) The Clerk’s Appraisal had been held and it was agreed that the extra hours work involved for the re-accreditation of Quality Status, which is due in January, would be paid separately from her annual salary.

c) The RFO had pointed out at the Finance Meeting concerns that with our present balance in the Business Reserve Account we are over the maximum amount for compensation you can claim from the FSA should the Abbey Bank fail.  It was therefore agreed to set up a further account with HSBC Bank and transfer £50,000.00 to this account.

d) Quality Status – The Clerk was given permission to update our reference books to assist with the new portfolio.
