20) APOLOGIES – Coun.Smith, Coun.Vallance
21) DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Coun.Mrs.Northwood declared an interest on the planning application for 32 Clarendon Road and Coun.Popham declared an interest on the planning application for Southern Timber.
22) PUBLIC QUESTIONS 
a) Could something be done about the clearing up of the litter behind the bus shelter at Parkhill?  Coun.Heath confirmed that the handyman does attend to this task regularly; however, the litter has built up behind the wall at the rear of the bus shelter. Coun.Dewhirst agreed to contact TDC and request a litter clearance.
b) What is the difference between the Chairman of TDC and the Leader of TDC ?  Coun.Dewhirst advised that the Leader of the Council is a political appointment in conjunction with the ruling party that holds the majority and the Chairman is a non-political appointment who has a casting vote if required.
23) MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 3rd May, 2011 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk
211) Rural Aid – Saplings have been successful in securing a £4000 grant from Rural Aid which will go towards the outside awning, providing cover for outdoor play.
215a) War Memorial – On-going.

8a) Tennis Club Lease – The Tennis Club Lease expired December 2010. A copy of the Lease had been received from WBW and the Chairman will go through this document and comment at the next meeting. Action: The Clerk to inform the Tennis Club that this is taking place and a meeting will take place with the Tennis Club before anything is finalised.
9) Anne-Marie Morris MP/Localism Bill – It was agreed that rather than our MP visit one of our Parish Council Meetings, that arrangements be made for her to attend one of our Cluster Meetings. Action: The Clerk to arrange in conjunction with Coun.Smith.

12b) National Recycle Week 20th/26th June – The Clerk has registered for a Big Tidy Up event but not until the Autumn, which TDC have agreed.

12c) DALC County Committee Election for 2011-2015 – The voting paper had been received and it was agreed unanimously to support Coun.Farrow.

12d) Electricity Contract for Recreation Ground -  We have now changed from E-On to British Gas as from 1st July 2011.

13c) St.Mary’s Place  - On going. The grass area surrounding the seat at the entrance to Tremlett Grove has still not been reinstated to the satisfaction of the Parish Council. Action: The Clerk to write to the developer. With regard to the concerns about the stream, Coun.Dewhirst confirmed that he would endeavour to contact the Environment Agency.
15b) Potholes – Confirmation had been received that the potholes at Combefishacre had now been attended to and drainage works to stop the water from entering the highway have been carried out. However, the only leak now is where a recently erected BT pole has been put in and it appears to have disturbed the ground water. BT has been informed, but as yet they have not communicated with DCC who are chasing up the matter. 
25) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT - Absent
The Chairman read Coun.Smith’s report in his absence with points taken as follows:
The Annual Meeting of DCC was held on 26th May. Coun.Jeremy Yabsley was elected Chairman and Coun.Ray Radford Vice-Chairman. John Hart was re-elected Leader of DCC.

Responsibilities have changed for Senior Councillors in their roles within the Cabinet. The Council is being streamlined into two new groupings covering People and Place and the new Cabinet responsibilities will reflect this. Two Councillors from the Teignbridge area have important roles in the newly formed cabinet. Coun.Clatworthy from Dawlish will be Deputy Leader of the Council and will be responsible for resources, which incorporates Finance and Property. Coun.Stuart Barker from Ashburton & Buckfastleigh will be the Lead County Councillor for Social Care.

The Council along with Somerset CC have been successful in securing funding for the roll out of Superfast Broadband, which we see as essential for businesses, many of whom operate from Rural areas within the County.

26) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
A new four year term has begun at Teignbridge and Coun.Dewhirst is delighted to be representing Ipplepen on behalf of the District Council.  He thanked the voters of Ipplepen, which resulted in an amazing turnout of 63.8% and as far as can be established was the highest turnout in the Westcountry.
The composition of the Council has changed dramatically and the Conservative Group now has outright control of the Council with 26 Councillors, the Liberal Democrats have lost 7 seats and now have 13 Councillors and the Independents remain with 7 seats.
Coun.Dewhirst congratulated Coun.Smith on becoming Chairman of the Council and was sure that he will represent Teignbridge and all our interests in an admirable manner.

The Green Space team worked hard at the Den in Teignmouth and Courtenay Park in Newton Abbot and have been rewarded with a Green Flag. Additionally four of the area’s resorts and beaches have been recognised . This news comes as the tourist season gets firmly underway. These awards are vital in helping to promote Tourism in our area – we have in our Parish two of the UK’s top ten caravan parks and a four star Rose Award holiday complex who will benefit from Teignbridge’s high standards.

Finally, Coun.Dewhirst confirmed that Old Forde House will be open to the public on Sunday 19th June from 10.00-4pm, which is well worth a look.

REPORTS FROM OUTSIDE BODIES:
Community Hub – The Public Meeting was held on Thursday 12th May at the Old School Rooms, Ipplepen Methodist Church  to explore the possibility of using this establishment as the basis for a Village Community Hub. The meeting was attended by approximately 30-35 people and all felt that the venue was ideal for the type of facility envisaged. There were plenty of ideas and enthusiasm about the project and Martin Parkes will compile all the suggestions and arrange a follow-up meeting in the not too distant future.

Millennium Centre – A meeting was held on Friday 27th May. Saplings thanked the Parish Council for putting them forward for their successful £4000 Rural Aid Grant. They are now awaiting agreement from the School Governors to release their budget money, which will go towards the project. Planning permission may be required and TDC are coming out to have a look. 
Mrs.Heathman also reported that one of the hinges on one of the kitchen doors needed attention. Action: Amenities to have a look.
The AGM has been advertised and will be held on Friday 17th June, 2011 5pm at the Mill.Centre.

Village Hall – Nothing to report.
Talc – Nothing to report Coun.Smith had given his apologies for the Meeting held on the 26th May 2011
Cluster – The Chairman reported on the meeting held on 25th May, which was attended by Nick Davies & Steve Hobbs from Teignbridge District Planning & Enforcement Department.  It was agreed that better communication is definitely needed with local parishes in accordance with TDC’s Charter and hopefully this will now be addressed and improvements made.  The next meeting of the Cluster is still to be arranged, but it has been suggested that Anne-Marie Morris is invited to speak on the Localism Bill. Coun.Smith would also like to invite, Kingskerswell, Coffinswell and Woodland.
DALC – Nothing to report
Diamond Jubilee – The initial public meeting was held on the 24th May, 2011 and most organisations were represented and various ideas and suggestions were discussed.  It is hoped that various events will be held over the whole weekend in the Village Hall with the main attraction being held on the Monday 4th June with a Picnic in the Park etc.  A steering committee was formed and their first meeting is due to be held on Thursday 16th June 7pm at the Mill.Cent.  All organisations involved will be called upon at the appropriate times.
Community Fund – The AGM was held on 2nd May, 2011 at St.Andrews Church Rooms.  Coun.Popham reported that he fund had contributed so far £500 to the History Society, £650 to the Film Society, £700 to St.Andrews Church for a new mower and £2000 towards the new toilets at the Village Hall.

Items for Discussion:
a) Insurance Renewal – Coun.Smith had met with the Clerk and looked at the renewal from Zurich and a comparable quote from Aviva.  He recommended that we change to Aviva.  With this in mind the rest of the Council felt it was time for a change and it was unanimously agreed to change to Aviva.  The initial premium has been quoted at £1637.94 with an added advantage of a 3 year long term agreement, which would bring the premium down to £1,556.04.  The Renewal from Zurich quoted £2,729.90 with a reduction for a 3 year term at £2623.29. Action: The Clerk and Coun.Smith to arrange a meeting with the representative from Aviva (Came& Co) to go through the schedule in more detail.  
31) AMENITIES - Coun. Popham

The Minutes of the Amenities Meeting held on 9th May were taken as read.

a) Football Club – Various maintenance tasks have been carried out.

b) Tremlett Grove Play Park – The turfing is now complete.

c) Allotment Enabling Works  - On going during the summer.

d) Allotment Association Minutes ​– To be discussed at next Amenities Meeting. Answers to the various issues to be reported back to the Clerk to enable the Allotment Assoc. to be kept informed.


32) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Farrow
a) The Plans Meeting  held on the 18th May, 2011 were approved and taken as read.
b) Planning Applications discussed: 
11/01704/FUL – Single storey extensions to west and south elevations and creation of hardstanding to provide two parking spaces at 32 Clarendon Road.
Comment: No objection (unanimous decision, Coun.Mrs.Northwood declared an interest and left the room during the discussions).

11/01597/FUL – Extension to existing timber stock shed at Southern Timber Co, Crokers Park, Edgelands Lane.

Comment: Whilst the Parish Council do not altogether object in principle to the proposed development we have concerns that the applicant has not complied with conditions of previous consents. i.e.on application 09/00004/COU Condition 5 - The land shall be used solely for the parking of staff vehicles associated with the timber yard and to provide turning facilities for lorries delivering to the site and for no other use.  REASON: In order to ensure that the facilities remain available on a permanent basis. This condition has been breached. (one abstention, Coun.Popham left the room during the discussions).
Appeal against the refusal of planning permission 11/00217/FUL at 1 2 Rose Cottages, Clampitt Road.

Comment: To reiterate our original comments i.e.The Parish Council objects to this application as it would have a detrimental visual effect on the street scene and overlooks the school playing field.
c) TDC/Planning for community infrastructure. Comments need to be returned to TDC by the 17th June 2011.
33) HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY – Coun.Mrs.Wilson
a) Potholes – Further potholes were reported, one at the top of Dornafield Drive East/Foredown Road and one in Orley Road. Action: The Clerk to report these to DCC.
