 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk

71e) St.Mary’s Site – A meeting was held with TDC concerning the 106 money which will be paid in due course and will be used by the Parish Council to benefit the community of Ipplepen.

115) Ipplepen Housing Needs Survey –The Drop-In session organised by Teign Housing was well attended. With regard to Public Question (a) The Chairman advised that the principle and outline permission for the development has already been established for the 34 dwellings on this exception site. We will have the opportunity of submitting further comments on the design of the houses and residents nearby should perhaps take this opportunity of having a say on what they would prefer to see, which Teign Housing would be willing to consider.
120) Extra Grit Bins/Public Question (b) – The saga continues, with DCC now informing us that plastic bins are not allowed on the Highway and that they will replace them with the proper type. The plastic bins therefore will be removed by Amenities and put elsewhere.

122) Allotment Land – Progressing well. (Will be further discussed under Part II)

145d) Container Tremlett Grove – Coun.Vallance to speak to V.Hall Committee to ascertain whether the container would be useful to them, during their building work, but they would be responsible for the removal. In the meantime, the Clerk to write to the Cricket Club to establish whether they would be happy for the container to be stored at the rear of their club.
163a) Tree at rear of school – The tree has now been removed by DCC.
163b) Church Path wall collapsed – This matter is now in hand. The loose stones have been removed and the bank/wall will be rebuilt when the weather improves.
174b) Parish Council Elections – Still awaiting nomination forms from TDC. The Clerk will hand deliver as soon as they arrive.  Nominations need to be returned to The Clerk by Thursday 31st March, 2011.

177a) New Allotment Rules – Amenities to discuss at their next meeting.

177b) Football Club – The roof slates have been attended to. Amenities to arrange to meet with the Football Club asap.

179b) P3 Grant Bid – A grant has been requested to assist with the tarmac surfacing of the Clampitt Rd end of Footpath 8.

179c) Potholes etc. – Coun.Heath requested Coun.Smith to speak to DCC concerning the  bad way in which our potholes have been repaired. With regard to the hedges at Dornafield Cross, Coun.Dewhirst to inform the Clerk of the landowner’s details which will then be passed on to DCC. This drain still definitely needs attention despite DCC advising that they will only monitor it. They have not seen it flooding , it was suggested that Photographic evidence would be beneficial.
188) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst

Coun.Dewhirst advised that the Deputy Prime Minister had visited Newton Abbot on the 11th February and was taken to various projects happening in Teignbridge.  
The Budget for 2011/12 has been passed with a decrease of 13.9% on the current year. The Councillors’ Community Fund will remain the same and no public conveniences will be closed. The basic rate of members’ allowances and special responsibility allowances will be reduced by 5% and the group leaders’ allowance will cease. The Rural Aid Fund will remain at £55,000.

Two productive meetings have been held concerning the proposal for a Community Hub/Library to be held in the side room of the Village Hall. The Village Hall Committee has agreed in principle. The Parish Council would need to seek funding.

189) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT -  Coun.Smith 
The final budget at DCC has been approved and not without a little acrimony. The County Council will now begin the task of streamlining back office services and reducing the number of directorates.
Local authorities will be informed next month of the share of extra cash for pothole repairs given by the Government to deal with winter damage caused to the nation’s roads.

A new Government scheme will be available where communities receive cash payments to spend as they see fit in return for giving the green light to housing development. Whether decisions will come down to Parish Council level remains to be seen. This will mean that for the first time rather than having development forced on parishes through centrally imposed targets, there is a reason for communities to support growth.
