2) ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN & VICECHAIRMAN

The present Chairman, Coun.Tompkins was nominated as Chairman for another term; this was seconded and unanimously agreed.
The present Vice-Chairman, Coun.Popham was nominated as Vice Chairman for a further term; this was seconded and unanimously agreed.

Coun.Tompkins thanked fellow Councillors for their support and stated that he was pleased to accept the position of Parish Council Chairman for a further term as Chairman.

7) MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 5th April, 2011 were approved and signed by the Chairman.

 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk
120) Extra Grit Bins – It had been agreed at the Amenities meeting that one of the spare bins be given to the school free of charge. Coun.Farrow had informed the school already.

122) Allotment Land – Completion of the Land Purchase has now taken place. A full land survey will now be carried out to establish our exact boundary etc. and fencing of the said boundary will then be carried out in due course.

145d) Container Tremlett Grove – The container has now been purchased and moved to the Football ground for storage use by the Parish Council.

188) Community Hub – A Public Meeting has been organised for Thursday 12th May at the Old School Rooms, Ipplepen Methodist Church 7.30pm. to explore the possibility of using this establishment as the basis for a Village Community Hub.

208g) Western Power/Blackstone Lane – The request for a Road Closure by Western Power had been investigated by DCC and it has been established that the lighting poles are to be replaced, which will mean a minimal disturbance to the new road surface. The Road Closure has therefore been allowed.

211) Rural Aid – All bids will be scrutinised by TDC on the 18th May 2011.
213c) Notice Board – Coun.Vallance arranging to have new opening locks installed.

215a) War Memorial – On-going.

215) White-lining Fermoys-Two Mile Oak – The white lines have been put back in a different format. DCC have confirmed that this scheme had passed an independent Road Safety Audit. It was agreed to pass our concerns over to Abbotskerswell Parish Council who had initiated the works to be done.

8a) Tennis Club Lease – The Tennis Club Lease expired December 2010. It was agreed to request W.B.W. to return the original Lease to ourselves for further discussion at the next Parish Council Meeting.

8b) Venue for Future PC Meetings – In view of Mr.Bennett’s comments last month during the Rural Aid discussions,that it was becoming increasingly difficult to accommodate requests for use of the Village Hall, it was agreed unanimously, to help out this situation and to also alleviate the problem of people hearing the Councillors, by having all future meetings at the Millennium Centre.  Coun.Vallance would advise to the Chairman of the Village Hall Committee of our decision.
9) MATTERS ARISING FROM THE PARISH ASSEMBLY
A letter of thanks to be sent to Anne-Marie Morris MP for her attendance at our Parish Assembly and to invite her along to one of our future meetings to discuss the new Localism Bill.
10) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Smith
Coun.Smith advised that we have a new Highway & Traffic Management Neighbourhood Officer called Dave Huxham who will be the new Neighbourhood Highway Team Leader for Newton Abbot. This will mean that the Local Area Offices which used to deal with local Highway Management issues no longer exist. Instead a new series of seven Neighbourhood Teams are in place to work with us and the community to deliver Highway Management services.  Emma Stamp will be our Neighbourhood Highway Officer who will be our first point of contact on all Highway and Traffic Management matters and be on hand to support and advise us and the community in a local role.
Coun.Smith confirmed that the Waste Core Strategy had been approved for formal consultation between 28th April and 21st July 2011. The report and supporting documents are available online at http://www.devon.gov.uk/wastcorestrategy.  Various Exhibitions have been organised during the consultation period when Officers will be available to answer questions and discuss the related issues during these events. One is being held at Newton Abbot (Courtenay St.) on the 24th June 9am-4pm and also at the Devon County Show 19th-21st May 9am-5pm.

11) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
There was nothing specific to report concerning Ipplepen, however, Coun.Dewhirst took the opportunity to thank the Parish Council for his warm welcome over the last six months and hopes that he may be given the opportunity to represent our village for a full term of office after the election on the 5th May.  The Chairman thanked Coun.Dewhirst for keeping us very well informed over the past few months and wished him all the best for the forthcoming election together with Coun.Smith, who is standing once again for District Councillor in the Ward of Ambrook.

Confirmation had been received of our Parish Paths Partnership Grant of £500 for 2010/11
b) Items from Teignbridge District Council:
National Recycle Week 20th-26th June – The District Council is teaming up with Recycle Now and Keep Britain Tidy to encourage local communities to hold their own Big Tidy Up litter pick event, during which all cans and plastic bottles will be separated for recycling.  It was agreed to register our interest in this scheme.
c) Items from DAPC/CCD/DPFA: 
DALC County Committee Election for 2011-2015 – It was agreed unanimously to nominate Coun.Farrow for a further term.

Other items received:
E-On Contract for Recreation Ground Power – Our business electricity plan had been received. The Clerk was requested to speak to them advising that we were not satisfied with the new increased rates. E-on reduced the rates and it was agreed that these would be accepted if further cheaper rates could not be found.
Western Power – Workshops on future investment plans are being held at various locations, our nearest being at Exeter Rugby Club, Sandy Park 17th May 9.30am.

13) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Farrow
a) The Plans Meeting due to be held on the 20th  April, 2011 did not take place.
b) Planning Applications discussed: 
11/01165/FUL (Coun.Vallance left the room during the discussions) Replacement of windows and doors at The Grange, Townsend Hill.

Comment: IPC object to this application in view of the precedent set already by the District Council concerning replacement windows etc. within the conservation area.  We would particularly refer you to a similar request at The Elms, East St. Ipplepen planning ref: 08/03647/LBC which was refused both on the original application and on appeal.
c) St.Mary’s Place – In view of the retirement of Carol Walters, it was agreed to contact TDC to request who will be taking over our boundary concerns at St.Mary’s Place and arrange a meeting on site  to discuss the various issues.
d) TDC/Planning for community infrastructure and facilities – To be discussed by the Plans Committee at their next meeting. Comments need to be returned to TDC by the 17th June 2011.
14) AMENITIES: - Coun.Popham
Coun.Popham advised that most items had already been dealt with under Matters Arising. With regard to the Allotment Land, it is hoped that the Land Survey will be undertaken within the next week or so after which fencing of the boundary will be discussed. With regard to the replacement gate and fencing around the power boxes, this is also still under consideration. 
It was reported that the seat in Foredown Road is broken. Also one of the benches in the recreation ground had been moved and broken, it was suggested that a picnic table could possibly put and the far end of the field, this will be considered by Amenities at their next meeting.

A vote of thanks was given to Coun.Heath in his absence for carrying out the task of being Chairman of Amenities over the past 12 months, his work was very much appreciated.
15) HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY – Coun.Smith
a) The Minutes of the Highways Meeting held on 21st   April were taken as read.
b) Potholes at Coombefishacre have been reported once again. A reply has been received from DCC advising that the pothole gang has been requested to attend. With regard to the spring eroding the road surface, DCC have confirmed that they need to go out and identify what type of work needs to be carried out and once they have done this the job will be added to the annual drainage programme for consideration.
c) War Memorial – Coun.Smith and Coun.Vallance had met with DCC Highways Engineers on site and they will investigate whether they have any granite sets in stock, work up a design and ask South West Highways to do an estimate. We have requested whether we could enter into the competitive tender process once the design is agreed and await a response.

d) Other items discussed with the Engineers:

i) The finger post near the War Memorial, it was suggested that the top section could be refurbished and placed onto a new post. It was thought that this could be done as part of the whole project.

ii) The finger post at the junction of Conniford Lane/Edgelands Lane, it was suggested this be moved adjacent to the field gate with new boards on the post.

iii) The junction of Conniford and Biltor Road was looked at where traffic speeds up on the bend. There have been two reported near miss incidents involving pedestrians. DCC felt that the road markings could be taken further towards the farm and that would leave room to engineer some sort of calming arrangement sometime in the future.

e) Coun.Smith reported that a Parishioner has requested we look at the Village Hall Access and on Street Parking arrangements as it is difficult to pick up vehicles travelling along Biltor Road. The Parishioner’s vehicle was struck on leaving the Hall.  The Parish Council felt that this was a matter for the Village Hall Committee, and Coun. Smith did advise the Parishioner to contact them. However, the Parish Council does appreciate that there is a parking problem for the recreation ground, but any consideration being given to a further car park would be very much in the future.
