115) SPEAKER – Sue Hitchcock , Rural Housing Enabler
Following the Ipplepen Housing Needs Survey 2010 a draft report had been prepared by Sue Hitchcock and this was discussed in detail with the Councillors.  RESOLUTION: Formal acceptance of the report with a few minor alterations, was proposed, seconded and agreed. (one abstention).  Sue will prepare a report for the Parish Magazine giving details of the findings of the report and at the same time encourage anyone with a need for social housing, who is not registered on the housing list to do so.

117) PUBLIC QUESTIONS
a) On behalf of the Village Hall Committee, does the Council feel that there is scope under Section 19 of the Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 to consider providing some financial assistance to the Village Hall in support of its current Building Project ?
The Chairman at this point opened the meeting to consider this matter and  after considerable discussion; RESOLUTION: It was proposed that the Parish Council make a contribution of £500 towards the improvement works at the Village Hall. This resolution was seconded and agreed (5 for 2 against and 3 abstentions)

120) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
Coun.Dewhirst advised that he had now completed his training and is now able to sit as a stand in on the Development Control Committee.
At the recent meeting of the Overview & Scrutiny Committee the fate of the Brunel Lodge was discussed, which is at present being considered by the NHS Trust. This is the last Dementia unit in South Devon and caters for the needs of a growing number of people within our area. Also discussed was the cost of consultants being used to develop the LDF.  Most of the costs were to drive forward plans for new regeneration projects and shaping policies for the LDF, most of which, will be clawed back in due course. It was therefore felt that these costs were therefore beneficial to the Council.
The Princess Royal visited Forde House on the 20th October to help celebrate the 400th anniversary. 

The District Council will be freezing VAT until at least April next year on Council Services and also plans to freeze Council tax for the second time running.

Councillor Dewhirst also mentioned that he has a small Community Fund available to distribute within the Village and that he will be thinking favourably towards the need of the Village Hall’s building project.

Coun.Heath advised that the Parish Council would like to make a bid for 4 much needed extra grit bins. Coun.Dewhirst confirmed that he would let the Clerk have the necessary application form in due course.
Finally, a meeting had been held with the Police Traffic Officer for South

Devon, our County Councillor, and the Assistant to the Highways Engineer for

Area South to discuss traffic problems in the village.  We await the outcome of this meeting, after discussions have been held with their superiors.
121) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT -  Coun.Smith
Coun.Smith advised that DCC is working towards a local enterprise partnership. It is expected that we will form a strong structure partnership with our neighbours including Torbay & Plymouth.
The Highways department has put forward their plans for dealing with severe wintry conditions and all parishes have been consulted for information on their particular requirements.
The Council has reduced the debt it inherited from £609M by some £28M in this last financial year, mainly through staff reductions.

Now that the Coalition Government spending review has been announced savings of around 19% will need to be made over the next four years.

122) ALLOTMENT LAND
Negotiations with a local farmer have been taking place between the Parish Council, & District Valuer to purchase a strip of land at the bottom of our recreation ground and present allotments.  Within this procurement of land the Parish Council will have an option to extend the existing Orley Road footpath to Orley Common, which has long been a top priority of the council to achieve in terms of enhancing road safety for pedestrians. The land purchase will be subject to obtaining the necessary planning permission for  change of use from agricultural land to recreational land. Once this has been achieved, the land will be purchased. The immediate priority will be to provide extra allotments. The remaining extension to the playing field, and Orley Road footpath will be gradually phased in over the coming years when funding etc. is available. It is proposed that the residential properties that would find themselves backing on to the playing field extension would be screened with suitable planting.

d) Police – Speeding checks have once again been carried out in Bridge Street towards the village hall and Silver/Orley Road incoming to Ipplepen. A total of 50 vehicles were monitored at Bridge Street with none speeding and a total of 43 vehicles were monitored in Orley Road three of whom were speeding. Words of advice were given to one individual and letters sent to the others. Also there have been a couple of vehicle thefts which have occurred in the village so parishioners are urged to be vigilant.

e) Library ​– An email had been received from our District Councillor concerning this on-going issue. We would still like some form of Library provision in Ipplepen and DCC are obviously not going to provide a building and the mobile library is not really proving successful with numbers dropping rapidly. It was agreed that Coun.Smith, Coun.Popham & Coun.Mrs.Northwood would meet with Coun.Dewhirst to discuss new options.

f) Millennium Centre – Next meeting due on 12th November at 5pm
g) Cluster Meeting – Held on 28th October. Abbotskerswell and Broadhempston were in attendance with apologies from Denbury & Torbryan and Ogwell.  The main topic was Emergency Planning and Ian Flood-Page from TDC spoke on the importance of having a plan in place and felt that Ipplepen’s plan was extremely good and had every eventuality covered.

Broadhempston confirmed that they had found it beneficial to purchase some of their own grit for parishioners to use. Costs were in the region of £180-200 per ton if supplied in bags, these were easier to distribute than loose grit. A small charge was made to parishioners for each bag. This would then hopefully stop parishioners using the grit which is for the highways and not their own driveways.
g) Stoneycombe Liaison Committee – Coun.Popham reported that a meeting had been held and the quarry is working well. They are working with the  Wildlife Rangers to improve the Miltor Mator Common area and as part of the restoration work of the quarry there will be an opportunity for local schools to visit and become more involved with this project.  The offer of boulders for the play park is still there and they will be clearing trees along near the railway line and logs would also be available.
