112) DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST – Two Declarations of Interest on planning application ref:09/03064/MAJ Land off Foredown Road from Coun.Farrow and Coun.Mrs.Calland
113) In view of the Major Development Application for Outline – Affordable dwellings (approval sought for access) at Land off Foredown, the Chairman advised that this item would be moved up the Agenda and there would now be an open session at which members of the public would be allowed to ask questions relating to this application. to enable parishioners to give their view on the application. At this point the Chairman and Coun.Mrs.Calland left the room. The meeting was than taken by the Vice-Chairman and member of the Plans Committee Coun.Tompkins.

During the open session parishioners asked various questions relating to the application, which were noted and discussed, when the Council was back in session.  Coun.Tompkins had prepared a recommended written response on behalf of the Plans Committee, which was read out to all members of the Council. (Please refer to copy of the written response attached to these minutes). RESOLUTION: It was proposed, and seconded to send the recommended written response, opposing the development. (Coun.Tompkins, Coun.Vallance, Coun.Smith, Coun.Heath, Coun.Mrs.Northwood, & Coun.Popham each had their vote recorded, as agreeing to the written response, Coun.Elliott recorded that he was against the written response. (6 for 1 against, 2 members had declared an interest and were not present) The motion was carried. The Clerk was requested to post the written response on the notice board and website, to enable parishioners to refer to it, when sending in their own letters of objection.

Re. IPPLEPEN – Land off Foredown Road – Application Ref: 09/03064/MAJ

Outline – Affordable dwellings (approval sought for access)

Thank you for your letter dated 23 October 2009 regarding the above.  Ipplepen Parish Council recommends refusal for the following reasons:

1. Foredown Road is the gateway into the Village of Ipplepen and the proposed development would cause demonstrable harm to the appearance and character to the local landscape in this area.  The size and massing of the proposed development is considered extreme in the least given that rural exception sites generally comprise 6-10 units.     

2. Planning Policy Context

The application cites Teignbridge Local Plan Policy H8 which allows small sites within or adjoining villages which would not normally be released for housing can exceptionally be released for affordable housing provided that a need can be justified and the conditions contained therein are fully met.  The proposed development does not meet the criteria of this policy as the application includes “homes for discounted sale” which does not truly represent affordable housing and therefore by virtue of the development being outside of the development envelope would be contrary to this policy.

The development is also contrary to Policy H8 (c) as the scheme is not compatible with the character of the area and the environmental quality of the village to which it is related.  Similarly, the proposed development does not meet with condition (f) without detriment to (i) – the environmental quality of the locality; (ii) – the attractiveness of the local landscape; infrastructure considerations, in terms of the location of existing amenities within the village ie shops, school, Health Centre.    

We understand that the Rural Housing Need Survey undertaken by the Community Council of Devon in July 2006 identified a requirement of 39 dwellings for people either living in Ipplepen or formerly having a strong local connection with the Parish.   However, the application does not contain details justifying the need for the proposed development and nor does it contain details of proposed ratios of properties offered as being rented against shared ownership based on the Housing Need Survey.

There is a need to secure a mix and type of housing to ensure that development provision recognises the needs of all sectors of the community.  Just as a wholly open-market development would not contribute to a mixed and sustainable community, then conversely a development such as proposed comprising 100%  affordable dwellings is not also sustainable.  The development is therefore contrary to Policy ST18a contained in the Devon Structure Plan 2001 to 2016 adopted October 2004.

Policies cited by the applicant in support of the development taken from the Core Strategy Development Plan Document are factually incorrect as this document was found unsound by a Government Inspector and is no longer a material consideration in the determination of planning applications.

3. Although the supporting information mentions the desire for the development to connect into the existing foul system; there is a lack of detail as to whether the existing infrastructure can further support the additional usage.  Similarly, there are no details relating to the sustainable urban drainage system as the chosen method for dealing with storm run-off, neither are these details indicated on the plan.  These issues should be addressed in the format of an accompanying  drainage report to demonstrate that matters do not either make the development unsustainable or financially unviable. 

I trust that you will take into consideration the above comments in the determination of this application.
