105) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT  
The County Council will be shortly launchi8ng a major public engagement campaign called Your Community, Your Choice. This campaign follows on from the successful Touch Choices campaign run throughout the Autumn last year. The dates and locations of the meetings within our area are being held on Thursday 10th November 6.30pm at The Civic Hall, Totnes and on Monday 14th November 6.30pm at The Avenue Church, Newton Abbot.

The re-furbished Newton Abbot Library is to be officially named ‘The Passmore Edwards Centre’ after the Victorian philanthropist who generously gave the building to the town at the turn of the 20th century. Now over 100 yrs on, the building is part of an ambitious development that will house a modern library, adult & community learning facility, and services that are supporting people with learning disabilities. It will also include an IT suite, WIFI technology, café and meeting rooms available for local groups to use.

The revised scheme for the South Devon Link Road has gone forwarded to the DfT and we now await their decision as to whether it merits elevation to the final stage in the process. Hopefully we should have a decision by the 9th December.

Finally, the County Council is backing a national campaign calling for a fair funding settlement for the Concessionary Bus Fares.  DCC which has been left with a £5million shortfall from the scheme, is also urging central Government to look again at the proposal to reduce grants to bus operators next year. The warning from Councillors is that rural bus services could be put at further risk by proposed Government spending reductions in the next financial year.
106) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
The Electoral Registration is coming to an end. 31 foot canvassers are out across the District visiting 9000 non-responding homes. They will be visited twice as required by law. Notices of intention to remove names from the electoral register will go out on 21st November and electors will then have 7 days to ensure that they remain on the register.

Teignbridge with Teign Housing will be opening a new Benefit & Council Tax advice centre at Teign Housing’s Market Office. No appointments will be necessary and the office will be able to deal with queries and claims for both benefits.

The Council Plan for the Years 2011-2015 has been agreed. Coun.Dewhirst felt hat the Plan had no provision for improving on the Council’s already excellent record on recycling and that there were no plans to improve the Carbon efficiency of their buildings.

The Core Strategy Development Plan for the Years 2012 to 2033 has now been published. As far as Ipplepen is concerned it makes a few changes – the word Ipplepen appears only once in the document defining us as a village along with Abbotskerswell, Broadhempston and Denbury.  It specifically says “these defined villages will be appropriate locations for limited development which meets their social and economic needs, protects their rural character and is consistent with the employment, services, facilities, environmental enhancements and to small scale development brought forward through Neighbourhood Plans.”

d) An invitation had been received from Ipplepen Local History Group to the Candlelit procession and Vigil on Tuesday 29th November 2011. The procession commences from the Village Hall at 6.30pm and goes along Newhayes, Clampitt Rd, Mayfair Rd, into Bridge Street to arrive at the War Memorial  at 7pm when the event will be officially opened etc.

f) A request had been received from St.Andrews Church for a small supply of the free salt being delivered to the Parish Council, to enable them to grit their paths. This was agreed.

g) Football Club – Permission has been requested to put a tall gate in the roadside hedge to assist in the retrieval of balls that end up in the road during games. It was agreed that this request needed further discussion by the Amenities Group, who in turn will make direct contact with the Football Club on this matter. With regard to a further request for a small shed by the training pitch to facilitate the supply of teas and coffees to the parents of youth players when mini soccer games are being played, will also be further discussed by Amenities at their next meeting.

h) Sport Relief 2012 – Further consideration to be given by the Amenities Group.

i) Localism Bill – A further update had been received, all Councillors had been emailed a copy.

j) Engagement with Devon & Cornwall Police Authority – Rather than hosting meetings and expecting people from the community to turn up they will now endeavour to come to us.  These talks will focus on strategic, overarching policing issues and if we wish to raise local concerns this should be done through our local policing team http://neighbourhoodpolicing.dveon-cornwall.police.uk or call the new non-emergency number 101. Action: Councillors expressed their disappointment that our Community Police Officer had not been to one of our meetings since her return from being off sick. It was suggested that if she could not attend the monthly meeting, that perhaps she could attend the Amenities meeting as regrettably various incidents are now occurring more regularly, particularly in the playing field.
k) Hedge/Tremlett Grove Play Area – A Parishioner from Brook Road had contacted the Clerk advising that this hedge had now been trimmed from her side and needed attention within the Tremlett Play Area. Action: The handyman to be requested to carry out this work.
