The Chairman congratulated Coun.Alistair Dewhirst on becoming our new District Councillor and welcomed him to our Meeting.

95) APOLOGIES – Coun.Vallance, Coun.Mrs.Wilson, Coun.Hurrell, PC Diana Ashley & PCSO Debbie McCaffery.
96) SPEAKER – Tamsin Cook, TDC Planning Support Manager. Tamsin explained her role as being in charge of administration etc. with regard to planning and is at present visiting Parish Council’s within the Teignbridge area to ascertain how planning is done by each Parish Council and whether we had any complaints with the District Council.  Tamsin also advised that more and more planning is being dealt with electronically, however, for the time being at least, there were no plans to stop sending hard copies of drawings etc. to Parish Councils.
The following comments were made with regard to the Draft Parish Planning Charter:

Item 5) Our Council have concerns on lack of communication involving revised plans that are sent in by applicants. Often we do not get the opportunity to comment on quite relevant changes on these revised plans. 
Item 6) We do not always get a response to letters/emails, particularly on controversial sites such as St.Mary’s, Bridge Street, when we were not advised of the revised landscaping scheme.
Item 14) Chairman advised that we would welcome the opportunity to be included in the pre-application discussion period for major applications.

Tamsin confirmed that she would take these comments back to the District Council for attention.

88d) Outstanding Loan from Public Works Loan Board – A reply had been received and Coun.Smith, our Finance Chairman, felt it was not worth our while paying off the loan early. However, it would be further discussed by the Finance Committee at their next meeting.
89d) Graffiti at Skate Park – Our PCSO had requested a photograph. Coun.Popham to carry out the task.

89f) Shelter for Play Park – As no reply had been received from the Contractor it was agreed that new quotes would be obtained for shelters in both play parks.

101) DISTRICT COUNCILLOR’S REPORT – Coun.Dewhirst
Coun.Dewhirst thanked the voters of Ipplepen for such a high turn out at the recent Bye Election and for electing him to serve as District Councillor for the Ward of Ipplepen.  Coun.Dewhirst has been appointed to two committees; the Overview & Scrutiny Committee and the Audit Scrutiny Committee and after suitable training, a relief on the Development Control Committee.

At the Overview & Scrutiny meeting , Climate Change was the main theme and various plans were outlined on how TDC were dealing with this issue. With regard to the Audit Scrutiny Committee, the Audit Commission is pleased with the progress TDC had made in implementing International Financial Reporting Standards and in their Audit of Value for money within the District Council.
Finally, from the 4th October all clean plastic bottles will be collected for re-cycling, this will further improve Teignbridge’s excellent record for re-cycling, as well as making savings on landfill tax.
102) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT -  Coun.Smith
As a member of a Task Group reviewing Suicide Prevention, Coun.Smith advised that their aim is to look at physical prevention methods as well as trying to provide the county with a way of finding out who is at risk. This is especially important in these times when people are concerned about their job security.
The County are pleased to report the success of having two stages of the Tour of Britain cycle race and estimate that in excess of a quarter of a million people turned out to watch or get involved.

Essential resurfacing work to Penn Inn roundabout on the A380 at Newton Abbot is to be carried out, starting Monday 18th October for two weeks, the work will be carried out overnight from 7pm to 7am. 
The Department for Education is currently looking at the funding formula for schools from 2011 and how it distributes the Government’s new Pupil Premium for the most disadvantaged children. There is no doubt Devon’s pupils are being penalised as its rural deprivation issues have not been recognised by the existing indicators and the challenges or rural sparsity are not adequately funded.

Finally, Community budgets, which will empower localities to tackle public service challenges according to the particular needs of the area, have been given the green light. Local councils will play the leading role in pooling resources and joining up services. The details will emerge from the Comprehensive Spending Review to be announced on 20th October 2010.
