The Leader of the Council seemed surprised that communities across Teignbridge might be concerned about such a letter and he assured everyone that there were no planned closures of Public Toilets in Teignbridge.

Items for Discussion

a) Holiday pay for Handyman – As the Handyman has not taken his holiday entitlement this year it was agreed to pay him in lieu.

11/03065/LBC – Replace of aluminium and UPVC windows with wooden at 23 North Street
Comment: No objection (unanimous decision)
11/03165/FUL – Timber decking area above garages at 1 & 2 Rose Cottages, Clampitt Road.

Comment: IPC feel that the proposed development has a demonstrative effect on the amenity of the neighbouring property and the school playing field. People using the decking could be above and very close to people entering or leaving the neighbouring house. Overlooking from such close quarters, and from above, could feel overbearing and be unreasonably disconcerting to occupants of that property, we therefore object to this application.
