76) APOLOGIES – Coun.Mrs.Northwood & PCO Debbie McCaffery
77) SPEAKER – Darren Summerfield from TDC spoke on the Core Strategy Issues & Alternative Options consultation report, which will be part of the Local Development Framework.  Further information about the Local Development Framework and the plan making process is available on the Council’s website – http://www.teignbridge.gov.uk/Idf.   Darren advised that this consultation looks only at the overall principles, policies and strategies for the Core Strategy, that will guide growth and change over the next 20 years or so.  The Parish Council agreed, that they would not send an official comment at this stage and wait for further consultations, which will consider more detailed policies and strategic proposals. Mr.Summerfield confirmed that the next report would be the Preferred Options, hopefully available by next summer.  The Chairman thanked Mr.Summerfield for attending and giving the Parish Council a clearer picture of this consultation document.
78) CO-OPTION OF PARISH COUNCILLOR – One application had been received from Mr.Mark Hurrell a resident of Luscombe Close, who was duly elected unanimously. The Chairman welcomed Coun.Hurrell and felt sure that he would be a valuable asset to the Council.

a)  Why has a notice appeared over the Dog Sign at the entrance to the recreation ground, which also partially covers the Bowling Club Sign?

81) MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

 MATTERS ARISING - information from the Clerk
142g) Allotment Land –  The Chairman and Coun.Vallance had met with the landowner who was found to be both approachable and friendly. It was established during the discussions that he is looking for a substantial amount of money for the land. Negotiations will therefore continue and a further meeting will be arranged in the near future.

164j) Parish Notice Board – The Clerk confirmed that the old notice board is now almost impossible to use. Coun.Vallance advised the Clerk. not too much longer!
221j) Power for Recreation Ground – The Clerk confirmed that the first bill had been received totalling £12.08.  It was agreed that the Council would pay this initial bill, but with a view to charge the local organisations using this facility from 2011. Some form of meter reading process will have to be established.
33g) Fingerposts – On-going

46b) Plastic Bottle & Textile Bank – This is no longer an issue as TDC will be collecting all plastic bottles from the recycling green boxes as from the 4th October.  

46b) Planning Guidance – Tamsin Cook, TDC Planning Support Manager will be attending the October Parish Council Meeting
47) Mill.Centre – The lagging of the Mill.Centre central heating pipes still to be inspected. Action: The Clerk to request Safeheat to inspect when they come to service the boiler, which will be undertaken within the next week or so.
51g) Ipplepen Cricket Club Direction Sign – A letter has now also been received from the Football Club with the same request. However, unfortunately DCC have now confirmed that they are not prepared to provide a sign as they have already refused several other sports clubs and do not wish to set a precedent. Action: To request TDC whether we could put our own sign up.
53d/e) Condition of Highways and Pavements etc. – Further repairs have been carried out.

53f) Clampitt Rd Bus Shelter – A quotation for replacement Polycarbon had been received at £424.00 plus VAT.  RESOLUTION: It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously to accept this quotation.
70a) Draft Risk Assessments for Play Areas: Coun.Heath confirmed that these had now been checked and will be returned to the Clerk.  The disabled swing needs to be added.

71e) St.Mary’s Site – TDC have confirmed that this site will be known as St.Marys Place. Lorraine Montgomery from TDC has advised that the trigger for the 106 is the first occupation. The monies will be paid direct to TDC and  Lorraine felt it may be useful to meet up to go over the project list and check what will be done with the money when it comes in. Amenities to arrange a meeting direct with Lorraine.
71g) Sheds along Moor Road – TDC have confirmed that they are not aware of any breaches of the Enforcement Notice issued on this land in 2002. Within the details of this Notice there was no requirement made to remove the buildings from the land. As these have clearly been on site for more than four years they are immune from any form of Enforcement action.

62a) Damage Insurance Cover for new play equipment – Confirmation had been received of the cost. The annual premium payable would be £1596.00 inclusive of Tax. Action: Amenities to discuss this item at their next meeting.

83) COUNTY COUNCILLOR’S REPORT -  Coun.Smith
Coun.Smith had met with Liz Alexander concerning Library provision in Ipplepen.  DCC are wanting to pilot two schemes, one in North Devon and one in South Devon. This would involve finding a building to house a terminal for ordering and returning books.  At present the Mobile Library which visits Ipplepen has relatively few customers, therefore without better support, Coun.Smith felt we would not get the opportunity of being considered for this pilot scheme.

d) Letters of thanks had been received for the donations given to Torbay Critical Care Unit and Cancer Research UK in memory of Coun.Victor Elliott.
e) Ipplepen Cricket Club – A request had been received for permission to site a container to store equipment during the winter instead of the clubhouse.  It was agreed that more information was needed as to what the container would look like i.e. type, colour, duration of time anticipated on site etc, and to obtain any necessary planning permission required.
f) Link to website – A request had been made by a counselling director to have a like to the Parish Council website.  After consideration it was agreed that this would not be appropriate.

g) Police – A programme of dates had been received for the Police Authority Liaison Meetings together with an introductory email from Inspector David Hammond who has replaced Inspector Justin Wyles as the Sector Inspector at Newton Abbot.

h) Changes to Big Lottery Grant Funding – Coun.Mrs.Northwood has suggested that a letter be sent from the Parish Council objecting to the possibility of excluding Local Councils from applying for Lottery Grants. This was agreed.

i) Ipplepen Allotments – An email had been received from the Secretary of the Ipplepen Allotment Association.  Amenities are dealing with the various issues.

j) Grit Bin – Stoneyhill – A parishioner had sent an email requesting a grit bin for the Ipplepen side of Stoneyhill. Coun.Smith advised that he thought there used to be one, but it has disappeared. A request to be made to DCC for a replacement.
k) Skate park – Information had been received from a skate park user advising that certain issues needed attention.  Amenities have already taken these items on board and they are been attended to.  With regard to his request for an extension to the skate park, this would not be cost effective, but Coun.Vallance agreed to meet with this young person to hear his ideas.
l) Common Players – It was agreed not to formally book the Cider Press this year.

m) Land for Auction at Dainton – A parishioner had passed on the details of land available in Dainton to the Parish Council with a view to purchasing the ¼ acre for Allotments. Unfortunately, this land would not be big enough to serve the 23 parishioners at present on the waiting list.

The Team met on the 26th August and a draft plan is now being prepared and will hopefully be in place before the onset of the Winter months.
A volunteer came forward to take on the role of Snow/Flood Warden, Mr.Bill Tolfree and he will be attending an Extreme Events Seminar being run by DCC in conjunction with the Met Office on the 28th September.  Also TDC have joined up with the Environment Agency to assist with Parish Emergency Planning and are holding a workshop on the 30th September at Finlake 6-8pm. Nearly all members of the Emergency Team will be attending.

90) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Mrs.Calland
a) The Minutes of the Plans Committee Meeting held on the 18th August were approved and taken as read.
b) Planning Charter – To be discussed at Plans meeting. Copies to be sent to all councillors and views to be given to Clerk or Plans Chairman, Coun.Mrs.Calland.
b) Planning Applications discussed: 
10/02607/LBC – Revisions to rear elevation, removal of transoms to rear windows, replacement of damaged windows to front elevation relocation of external garden wall (revisions to 09/03685) at Plough Cottages, previously The Plough Inn.

Comment: No objection (unanimous decision)

10/02773/FUL – Construction of nine holiday cottages at Dornafield Farm Camping & Caravan Site

Comment: No objection provided it is conditioned to negate permanent residential use. (7 for, one against, one abstention)
c) Various Grants of Conditional Consent were read out.

d) Animals in Distress Site Meeting Weds.8th Sept. 9.40am on site. Coun.Vallance and Coun.Mrs.Calland will attend.
91) HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY – Coun.Smith
a) The Highways report from Meeting held on 19th August was taken as read.
b) A review of the existing transport plan took place and it was agreed that it needed updating as follows:

1)The work proposed to protect the war memorial together with a footpath adjacent to the Conservative Club would be an effective traffic calming measure for Fore Street. The cost has been estimated by DCC as being approximately £8000 some of which may be able to come from the War Memorials Trust grant scheme.

2) Regarding Foredown Road, it was felt that any requirement for traffic calming there should be funded by a Section 106 Agreement on the development that was recently given outline planning permission.  In the meantime consideration should be given to having a hatched area or virtual pavement scheme adjacent to the walled section of the road. Similarly it was felt that this type of scheme may be effective in East Street.

3)  It was also agreed that we should look again at the possibility of getting Conniford Lane widened from Swallowfields to the main Totnes Road or at least see what costs would be involved.
c) Footpath No.2 – Coun.Smith had met with Steve Malec our Public Rights of Way Warden concerning the condition of this footpath at the junction of Sutton Seeds.  He has agreed to get his contractor to carry out the works at the earliest opportunity.
d) Footpath No.3  - Mr.Malec will speak to the landowner and request that the tight of way is kept clear.

e) Overgrowth over the wall along Foredown Rd – DCC will be writing to 

the landowner. If the matter is not resolved DCC will arrange for the brambles and weeds to be cut back and will invoice the landowner accordingly.
