All above meetings are open to the public and the parish council welcome the public’s views.

TEIGNBRIDGE RURAL AID GRANTS
The Parish Council is able to put forward one scheme, and applications will only be considered by Teignbridge if they have the backing of their Parish Council. When making an allocation the committee takes into account local fund raising and the ability of the community to support and maintain the project. The fund has proved invaluable in allowing small communities to start new projects like tennis courts, bowling greens and up-grading Village Halls and sports areas. Applications have to be in by the 3rd March 2009 Parish Council meeting, to enable them to be discussed. Anyone interested therefore should write to the Parish Clerk.
REVIEW OF PARISH PLAN
The Parish Plan is now due for a review. It is hoped that a Drop-In Day will be arranged at the Village Hall during early Spring, to enable Parishioners to have their say on what further improvements could be made in the village.  It has also been suggested that we make use of our website, whereby a questionnaire could be made available for Parishioners to fill in.
NEW PLAY AREA PROJECT
This is progressing well and it is hoped that work will commence during early Spring 09, with completion in time for the Summer School Holiday. 
BOUNDARY REVIEW
There has been a slight delay by the Boundary Commission and news will not  be known as to whether Teignbridge will become part of the New Devon Unitary Authority until February 2009.
PRECEPT FOR 2009/2010
The Parish Council is pleased to advise that they have managed not to increase the Precept for 09/10, in fact, it is a little less than 08/09. Therefore we are able to  confirm that the Precept for 2009/10 will be £45,831.00. The main project for the village this coming year will be the refurbishment of the play area, this has been made possible by money set aside over the last few years and a Rural Aid Grant awarded last year.
DCC WINTER MAINTENANCE  & DRIVING TIPS:
· Never assume a road has been salted
· 80% of roads are not routinely salted.

· Allow extra time for your journey and reduce your speed.

· When visibility is poor due to rain, fog and snow use dipped headlights – see and be seen.

· Watch out for cyclists, pedestrians and horse riders – they can be difficult to see in bad conditions

· Try your brakes after going through deep water, braking lightly will help to dry them out.

· In high winds watch out for sudden gusts and debris on the road.

· In fog, you think you are travelling slower than you really are – slow down and don’t use tail lights of the vehicle in front as a guide.

· Give snow ploughs and gritters plenty of room – be patient, don’t follow close behind.
· Don’t park where it may block a salting route.

PLEASE REMEMBER:

· It takes time for the salt to become effective, if snow has fallen it also needs traffic movement.

· Showers or rain will wash salt off roads leaving them prone to icing.
· In very cold weather even salting will not stop ice from forming.
· Forecasts are not always accurate and it takes over 3 hours to salt the network.
· When freezing or snow follows rain there may not be enough time to treat all the network before temperatures fall to zero.
