PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN
You may recall that this time last year Ipplepen Parish Council sent out a questionnaire to every household requesting information to assist in formulating a Major Incident Emergency Plan for the village.  The Plan is now in place and with this newsletter is a sign for Parishioners to use in an Emergency.  Please keep this somewhere safe, it is to be used as a last resort to enable you to seek help from your neighbours.

The aim of this Emergency Plan is to increase the short-term resilience of the community to an emergency, by the identification of community procedures.
Objectives of the Plan
· Identify the risks to the community and relevant response actions

· Provide welfare to those affected by an emergency

· Identify vulnerable people in the community

· Identify resources in the community available to assist during an emergency

· Provide key contact details for the Parish Council Emergency Group, Key Community Resources, the Emergency Services and Local Authorities.

The Parish Council Emergency Group (PCEG)
In the absence of the emergency services the PCEG will congregate in the side room of the Village Hall and run operations from there.  This team consists of Parish Councillors, the Clerk, and volunteers from the Community.

This Plan will be activated whenever the Parish Council and Emergency Team consider it necessary. This will ordinarily mean a decision taken jointly by the Co-Ordinator of the Team and the Chair of the Parish Council or their representative. Teignbridge District Council  & DCC will be advised that the plan has been activated.

Types of Emergencies:

 Flooding

Heavy snow

Severe weather

Electricity, Water of Gas failure

Road Accident

Parish Shelters
In the event of an emergency where large numbers of people (above 30) are required to leave their homes DCC will set up an Emergency Rest Centre, the closest is at Newton Abbot. The Emergency Rest Centre is designed to provide temporary shelter for the duration of the emergency (usually no more than 3 days). The rest centre will have facilities for sleeping, hot food/drinks, information, showers, toys and pet care.

Due to the demands of an emergency it may not be possible for DCC or agencies such as the Red Cross to provide assistance and the Parish must establish a central shelter. The aim of the shelter is to provide a facility for members of the public to use as a refuge; in order to avoid any problems of liability the public must not be directed to go to the shelter, rather they should be given the option to do so.
