152) PACT – PC Diana Ashley & PCSO Charlotte Perkin

A PACT update was given and the focus for Ipplepen is still speeding, parking and Visual Re-Assurance.  Speed checks are done regularly at Foredown Rd, Biltor Rd, Clampitt Road and Orley Road. Anyone found to be doing over 26 mph have been send a letter of warning. Data from these checks can be found on the Police Website. SLCC Meeting attended by The Clerk.  Signatures now need to be obtained for agreement of receiving minutes and agendas’ electronically. This will be necessary until legal legislation is changed. It was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously to join the Scheme Plan A1 at a cost of £14.00 per month.

162) IPPLEPEN COMMUNITY STRATEGY PLAN 2010-2015
The Plan is now complete and copies will now be distributed to all partners and groups involved. Extra copies are available to parishioners from the Clerk upon request.  Copies will also be sent to DCC, TDC, DAPC etc.

163) PARISH EMERGENCY PLAN
It was agreed that a questionnaire needed to be distributed to every household as soon as possible to ascertain who would be prepared to assist should an emergency arise.  It was suggested that this form part of the next Parish Newsletter. Action: Guideline questionnaire passed to Amenities for discussion.
164) AMENITIES: - Coun.Tompkins
The Amenities Minutes of 8th December were taken as read with the following comments:
a) Handyman – RESOLUTION Following completion of Dave Cartwright’s probationary period and his continued dedication to the job it was proposed, seconded and agreed unanimously to increase his hourly rate to £8.50 as from 1st January, 2010 with the proviso that he is willing to attend trainings as and when required. Action: The Clerk to send a confirmation letter to Mr.Cartwright of this increase.
b) Fencing behind Tennis Club – This needs urgent attention and as soon as the weather improves repairs will be undertaken.
c) Christmas Tree – Several positive comments had been received on how lovely the tree looked this Christmas. A vote of thanks was given to all involved and letters of thanks will be sent to Steve Squires and Paul Steer. 
d) Trees – The trees have arrived and will be planted as soon as the weather improves.
e) Benches for Play Park –Still to be ordered.

h) Play Park Project – Coun.Heath
Still a few items outstanding from Phase 2 & 3 as follows:
Shelter – Still to be ordered – Coun.Heath to contact Clerk with details.
Maintenance – Final snagging meeting to be held before invoices are settled and if possible the Handyman to be shown how to tighten the zip-wire.

Typhoon – The Clerk to obtain the forms for a planning application for this particular piece of equipment.
Notice Board – The Clerk to chase Flic Hart for info on the proposed notice board/signage and also to request the criteria for the official opening.
i) Next Project! (Phase 4)– Refurbishment of Tremlett Grove Play Park. Quotes from RSS Record are already on their way. Arrangements have been made to meet with parishioners from Tremlett Grove and anyone else that is interested on Tuesday 26th January, 2010 at the Mill.Centre. 7pm.
j) Parish Notice Board – The Parish Notice Board has seen better days and is leaking badly. Action: The Clerk to obtain leaflets with a view to purchasing a new one.
k) Public Question (c) – Coun.Tompkins advised the Parishioner that the Parish Council are totally committed to providing good amenities for the village, but are only permitted to give representations to the District Council on planning matters such as the Plough Inn, in other words, the District Council make the final decisions.

163) PLANNING & PLANNING MATTERS – Coun.Mrs.Calland 
a) The Plans meeting due to be held on the 16th December, 2009 did not take place.
b) Planning Applications discussed as follows: 
09/03897/FUL – Prefabricated stable at Field between Moor Road & Dornafield Drive. (Coun.Mrs.Calland & Coun.Farrow left the room during the discussions).

Comment:
If TDC are minded to grant planning consent, the Parish Council would like to see the structure located closer to the existing hedge line to reduce the visual impact and notification given to the applicant for a landscaping scheme to be submitted. A temporary planning permission may be considered appropriate in this instance. (agreed unanimously)
09/03874/FUL Single storey extensions to the front elevation of the building providing extended toilet facilities, an enlarged side hall and an entrance passageway at Ipplepen Village Hall. (Coun.Farrow left the room during the discussions)

Comment: No objection in principle (3 for, 1 against, 3 abstentions)

O9/03684/FUL & 5/LBC also 09/03931/COU

Change of use of public house and flat to 2 dwellings and demolition of flat roof extension and partial demolition of lean too out-building at the Plough Inn.
Comment:

Whilst the Parish Council regret the loss of a Village amenity in principle we have no objection to the cottage conversion, but we have real concerns at the lack of parking in an already very congested part of the Village. (7 for 1 abstention)

09/03869/FUL Single storey extension to rear to extend kitchen at 1 Dornafield Drive West
Comment: No objection

09/03927/VAR Removal of Condition 5 from 09/02903/FUL (caravan not to be used 15th Jan-15th March in any year) at Dornafield Farm

Comment:

We object to the removal of the condition.

Amended comment: We do not object as long as the permission is temporary and limited to 5 years.

(3 for 3 against, 2 abstentions) Chairman could not give casting vote as he had abstained.

The council therefore was unable to come to a decision on this particular application.

c) Site Meeting – Foredown Road outline application for affordable dwellings (approval sought for access) also in answer to public question (b)
Coun.Tompkins and Coun.Vallance had attended the site meeting.  Graham Davey, Housing Officer from TDC had confirmed the need for 39 affordable houses for people in Ipplepen or who had connections with Ipplepen. It was agreed that the Parish Council would make a verbal representation at the Development Control Committee meeting due to be held on the 18th January and an Emergency Planning Meeting was arranged for the 14th January 7pm at the Millennium Centre to formulate a Statement.
d) St.Mary’s Site – Concerns were expressed that part of the hedge has been taken away on the Tremlett corner of the site. Action: The Clerk to notify TDC.
164) HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY – Coun.Mrs.Northwood
a) Coun.Smith to speak to DCC with reference to protection of the War Memorial and speeding traffic. Meantime grants are being looked into.
b) Foredown Road alternative Access (public question b) – Mrs.Northwood confirmed that having looked into this item an entrance from Dornafield Drive East and Moor Road would probably not be an option, but as mentioned in last months minutes it was felt this issue was better left until the result of the application as at this stage it is for outline only.

c) St.Mary’s Site -  Since drainage work has been carried out for this site the flooding has become even worse. This has been reported to Coun.Smith who was going to report the matter to Devon Highways.
