Single storey garage (revised scheme) at 43 Clampitt Road

Comment:

Ipplepen Parish Council offers no objection to the proposed development, however, from the submitted plans; it questions whether the vehicular access to the garage is actually achievable by virtue of the existing porch.

Three externally illuminated fascia signs, one internally illuminated projecting sign and two aluminium flat panel advertisements for the Co-Op Group at Co-op Food Store, Fore Street.

Comment:

Ipplepen Parish Council has concerns only with the proposed illuminated fascia sign on Elevation ‘C’.  The sign would be detrimental to the existing street scene and cause an unacceptable impact to the amenity of neighbouring properties.

Importation of inert sub soil and top soil to provide a growing medium suitable for agricultural restration to Dainton Landfill and Dainton Quarry, Wrigwell Estate, Ipplepen, Newton Abbot, TQ12 5UA

Reference: MD/DCC/3035/2010
Whilst Ipplepen Parish Council welcomes an appropriate restoration solution for the former Dain on Quarry site we have the following reservations:

· the reliance of the construction of the Kingskerswell Bypass as a source of sustainable restoration material within the timescales for the proposed restoration scheme is not certain;

· the HGV movements that would be generated by the development on sub-standard highway;

· the necessity of importing the quantity of material required for the proposed restoration. It would seem to the Parish Council that to provide adequate growing medium, then merely the importation of topsoil to provide a 50mm layer is all that would be necessary;

· the operator should submit a dust scheme for the control and monitoring of dust;

· the Parish Council would recommend that the applicant provides advanced planting on the periphery of the site in the first tree-planting season;

Should DCC however, be minded to grant planning approval for the proposed development , that a robust landscaping scheme is implemented together with a beneficial after-care scheme.
