HIGHWAYS & RIGHTS OF WAY

A381 Pedestrian Refuge is now nearly completed, thank you to all those parishioners who wrote to the Parish Council giving their support for this initiative. It will now be much safer for all to cross this very busy road.

Flooding at Dainton
The Parish Council have been advised by Devon County that they now have a system of works to improve the flooding along the Marldon Rd, however, they are at present experiencing problems with one of the landowners, once this has been solved, then hopefully matters will get underway. The Parish Council will continue to chase up this issue.

AMENITIES
Improvements to the Play Area in Recreation Ground

This project is now underway and a steering group has been formed. A questionnaire is being formulated to enable parishioners and children to have 
the opportunity of having a say in what equipment is required. Funding is naturally a big issue and the project may have to be done in two phases.

Damage to War Memorial 

Repairs are scheduled for 1st April, please be considerate and keep parking on the square to a minimum to enable the works to be carried out.
IPPLEPEN LIBRARY
The March Parish Council meeting was well supported by over 100 parishioners lobbying for reinstatement of our Library. Our County Councillor was present together with Coun.Brian Berman, Executive Portfolio Holder for Communities to listen and ascertain the commitment of the local community for the return of the Ipplepen Library.  Coun.Cook advised that following the sale of Exeter Airport it was determined that all the proceeds would be used to assist the people of Devon in projects which do not comply with the requirements for strategic services. With this in mind therefore a Local Projects Fund has been established which provides a sum of £25,000 for each County Council Member in support of community activities. The Chairman opened the meeting to the public and after discussion and comments from parishioners and the willingness to form an Action Group, Coun.Cook and Coun.Berman advised that they were most impressed by the community support and would certainly give their support to the project and take the comments back to Coun.Sheila Hobden, Executive Portfolio Holder for Culture with a view to taking the project forward. The Parish Council pointed out that commitment from DCC to provide a complete Library Service would be of paramount importance before we could consider undertaking the provision of a building.  Arrangements will therefore be made to meet with Coun.Hobden within the very near future.
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
